USLCA BOD NEWS 
From Marsha Walker, RN, IBCLC, RLC, Director of Public Policy: 

USLCA is one of many professional or health related organizations and associations that have signed on to a 
letter that will be sent to the Senate and House Congressional Appropriations Committees as well as the Sec-
retary and Assistant Secretary of Health regarding the formation of a federal interagency workgroup on 
breastfeeding. The letter in part calls upon Congress ". . . to dedicate new sustainable line-item funding to 
breastfeeding in order to raise our nation’s rates to approach the levels recommended by major national and 
international health organizations. Funding is required for strong central federal government leadership to 
strategically coordinate, develop and implement plans to accomplish the following: 

 a. Transform maternity care and infant feeding practices of our maternity facilities into fully evidence- 
  based interventions (e.g., the Ten Steps to Successful Breastfeeding), including health-professional      
  education. 
 b. Help shift social norms to ensure that breastfeeding is supported as the healthiest choice for infants and 
  mothers. 
 c. Support practices that allow working women to continue to breastfeed. 
 d. Ensure sustainable federal oversight in all agencies that address maternal or child health with funding to 
  carry out the necessary research, services and education. 
We urge that this $15 million be directed to the office of the Secretary of Health and Human Services. The Inter-
agency Work Group on Breastfeeding, would then serve as the coordinating body that makes recommendations 
to the Secretary and departmental and agency leaders as to how to allocate these funds for research, education, 
and services in order to accomplish breastfeeding goals. At least one-third of the funds should be used to improve 
maternity care practices such as through building hospi-
tal collaboratives and training programs." 

USLCA is hopeful that better coordination of breastfeed-
ing funding and strategy at the Federal level will help re-
move some of the barriers to breastfeeding encountered 
by so many mothers in this county. 

USLCA has engaged the pro bono services of a law 
firm to petition the FDA for a favorable response on 
the use of domperidone in breastfeeding mothers. 
While domperidone is not for every mother with in-
sufficient milk production, it has been beneficial in 
selected situations. It is not FDA approved for this or 
any use in this country. Through the petitioning proc-
ess we are hopeful that the FDA will approve allow-
ances for the use of this medication, thereby making 
it easier for breastfeeding mothers to obtain.

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CHAPTER NEWS: SELCA: Becoming a 501(c)3 Tax Exempt Organization

At first glance, becoming a 501(c)3 tax exempt organization may seem a daunting prospect and many lay people 
will feel somewhat overwhelmed.  In reality, when you take the time to really review the application, consult with 
others in your group, and take advantage of the free IRS assistance and information available, you will find that it 
is not as complicated as first perceived.  The IRS offers help through assistors and with forms and publications 
that are accessible either online, via mail, by telephone, and at IRS walk-in offices across the country.  

When reviewing the IRS publication 4220 you will learn that there are three key components for an organization 
to be exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code (IRC).  A nonprofit or-
ganization must be organized and operated exclusively for one or more exempt purposes. 

Organized ɀ A 501(c)3 must be organized as a corporation, trust, or unincorporated association.  SELCA chose to 
become an unincorporated association.  Our Articles of Association outline basic principles of our association, 
such as name, location, exempt purposes, and dissolution conditions.   

Operated ɀ A substantial portion of an organization’s activities must further its exempt purpose(s), therefore, 
other activities are prohibited or restricted.  Some of these restrictions are: 

must absolutely refrain from participating in the political campaigns of candidates 
must restrict lobbying activities to an insubstantial part of its total activities 
must ensure that its earnings do not inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual 
must not operate for the benefit of private interests 
must not operate for the primary purpose of conducting a trade or business that is not related to its exempt 
purpose 
may not have purposes or activities that are illegal or violate public policy 

Exempt Purpose ɀ To be tax exempt, an organization must have one or more exempt purposes.  The IRC lists the 
following as some of the exempt purposes: charitable, educational, religious, scientific and literary.  SELCA chose 
education for its primary exempt purpose. 

This is an overview of the steps SELCA took to become a 501(c)3 organization: 
1. Draft Articles of Association:  See a sample of this at on the IRS website listed as:   Life Cycle of a Public Charity 

– Sample Organizing Documents – Draft A – Charter. 
2. Draft Bylaws:  Bylaws are the “rules” for how the organization will operate.  USLCA has assistance available 

for chapters wishing to develop their bylaws. 
3. Apply for a Federal Employer Identification Number: Regardless of whether or not you have employees, non-

profits are required to obtain a federal Employer Identification Number (EIN) from the IRS.  This number is 
used to identify the organization when tax documents are filed.  You can apply for this online, by phone or by 
mail using IRS form SS-4. See this at the IRS website under:  How to Apply for an EIN. 

4. Create a Mission Statement: As a nonprofit you exist to accomplish your mission.  Your mission statement 
should reflect your purpose, services and values.  A mission statement should be concise and compelling. 

5. Establish a Board of Directors:  Your bylaws will specify the number of board members, length of terms and 
officer positions. You will want to gather a well-rounded board that can work effectively toward your goals. 

6. Develop a Budget: A budget is the expression, in financial terms, of the organization’s plan to achieve its ob-
jectives. 

7. Develop a Recordkeeping System: Organizations are required to keep books and records detailing all activi-
ties, both financial and nonfinancial.  Legally, you must save all Board documents including minutes and finan-
cial statements. 

8. Apply for Recognition of Tax-Exempt Status:  Obtain Form 1023 (application) and Publication 557 (detailed 
instructions) from the IRS website or your local IRS office.  The required user fee must accompany Form 1023 
when mailed.   
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9. Pending Application:  The IRS will notify you when they have received your application.   During the initial re-
view process, applications for exemption are separated into three groups: 

Those that can be processed immediately based on information submitted, 
Those that need minor additional information to be resolved, and  
Those that require additional development. 

You will be sent Status Updates from the IRS letting you know where your application is in the process. 
10. Request for Additional Information:  It is possible the IRS may require more information about your applica-

tion.  Simply answer each question as concisely and completely as possible and return the form promptly. 
11. Once granted tax exempt status by the IRS under section 501(c)3: An organization is not required to pay taxes 

on income generated from activities related to its stated purpose, and may receive donations that are tax de-
ductible to the donor. Keep good records and file your tax returns.  Most small nonprofits with gross receipts 
less than $1,000,000 and total assets less than $2,500,000 will use the IRS Form 990-EZ when filing. 

Lastly, let me make this disclaimer:  I am not a tax lawyer.  I am just an ordinary person who had a little experience 
dealing with another nonprofit organization. Using that basic knowledge and the assistance provided by my fam-
ily, friends and the IRS, I am happy to say SELCA’s application for tax exempt status was approved.  I strongly sug-
gest you receive expert advice from an IRS tax specialist and/or an attorney who is experienced in working with 
nonprofit organizations.

National organizations will have a key role in building a healthier nation as part of the new U.S. Department of Health 
and Human Services (HHS) Communities Putting Prevention to Work initiative.  HHS Secretary Kathleen Sebelius today 
announced a funding opportunity for national public or private non-profit organizations to apply for $10 million in 
cooperative agreements to help communities decrease smoking and obesity, increase physical activity and improve 
nutrition.

Funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), the $10 million in available 
funds will be awarded to national organizations through a competitive agreement process.  With these funds, national 
organizations will provide expert guidance to communities, help sustain prevention efforts when recovery act funding 
ends, and foster a national movement toward prevention by implementing key practices across their networks and 
systems.  The HHS Office of Public Health and Science is leading the national organizations component of Communi-
ties Putting Prevention to Work in partnership with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.
